The following is an excerpt from Kay Warren’s book
“The Loudest Cheers in Heaven™

Heading home to California ... a friend and I passed through the
Dallas-Fort Worth airport. On the way to the connecting gate, we
heard loud patriotic music playing and saw a group, wearing colorful
hats, cheering, and waving American flags. The troops were coming
home, and here was their welcoming committee.

Two women encouraged us to grab flags and join in. We whooped
and waved our flags furiously as dozens of men and women in
uniform came barreling through. We kept repeating: "Welcome
home! We're glad you're back! We appreciate you!" Some soldiers
wiped away tears, while others displayed huge, self-conscious smiles.

After 45 minutes, it was time to catch our flight. As we sank into our
seats for the flight, we felt humbled by participating in this sweet
moment of coming home.
