Chuck Swindoll tells about a college president whose
office wall bears a simple yet powerful sign containing
three mere words: KINDNESS SPOKEN HERE.

In 2 Corinthians Paul talks about the authenticity of his
ministry. He says, "In everything we do we try to
show that we are true ministers of God." He then
speaks of enduring sleepless nights, angry mobs,
beatings, exhausting work, hunger, imprisonment, and
a number of other hardships completely foreign to
many of us today.

In the midst of the list he says,

"We have proved ourselves by our purity, our
understanding, our patience, our kindness, our
sincere love, and the power of the Holy Spirit."

(2 Corinthians 6:4,6)

Did you ever think about kindness being just as
important as perseverance, holiness and truth? Paul
thought so. When building a case for the validity of his
work, he remembered to mention kindness. He
understood enormous ministry value of treating others
well.

I'm guessing that many of us have room for
improvement in this area.
